Individual advocacy services are available
to Consumers who need help finding their
way through systems such as health care,
transportation, In-Home Supportive
Services, and Social Security.

Systems advocacy involves SVILC working
with other community groups and carrying
out activities to make system-wide changes
for people with disabilities.
